982 minutes of the previous meeting 
These were received as a true record Cllr Nigel George proposed and Zoe Davies seconded that the minutes were correct. 

983 Matters arising from the minutes 

975.3 Chris received a request from an interested party for funding and wanted to discuss when the redesigned form would be available. This would be picked up later in the meeting. 
983 (a) – Benches at Haof-y-bryn, Channel View and Herbert Avenue – The Clerk updated the Committee that she had received feedback from Caerphilly County Borough Council. The Council suggested that a site meeting could be arranged so that the Committee could demonstrate where they felt the community would benefit from the additional benches and the Council could let us know if that would be possible. It was decided that the Clerk would go back to the Council and agree mutually convenient times for Councillors Nigel George, Zoe Davies and Christine Thomas.
 983 (b) – RECC 5 year Regeneration Strategy – it was recognised that although we had tried to meet it hadn’t been successful. A discussion took place about how each saw the strategy benefiting the Council.
