7/22/1  Attendance and Apologies

7/22/2 Minutes of the previous meeting 
These were received as a true record Cllr Chris Thomas proposed and Cllr Bernadette Martin seconded that the minutes were correct. 

7/22/3 Matters arising from the minutes 
(a)  Web site maintenance and development –This update was deferred until the september meeting.
