9/22/1  Attendance and Apologies 
To record attendance and receive apologies.

9/22/1.1 Community Councillors present – Councillors , Christinne Thomas, Bernadette Martin, Zoe Davies, Brandon Ham, Amy Billings guest Steve Vessey
9/22/1.2  Apologies received from , Councillors Nigel George, Phillippa Leonard and Arrianna Leonard.
9/22/2 Minutes of the previous meeting 
These were received as a true record Cllr Chris Thomas proposed and Cllr Brandon Ham seconded that the minutes were correct. 

9/22/3 Matters arising from the minutes 
(a)  Web site maintenance and development –The clerk is to provide/liaise with Cllr Brandon Ham to enable him to update a few of the website pages. 
(b) (1) Christmas tree – the location of new light junction box was discussed.  CCBC will quote for the works and it is currently estimated between £2,000 to £4,000.  These works are justified as it will reduce the carbon emissions from any future events that are held on the field as generators will no longer be needed.  The quote for the new tree was agreed unanimously and it will be planted in the first week of November.  For the purposes of the minutes it needs to be noted that anyone holding events and using the electric supply will be liable for any damage to the electric supply and required to pay the necessary costs.  They will also be liable to pay for their own electric use.

(b)(2) Christmas Lights – the agreed date of the switch on will be 5pm on the 3rd of December.  It was agreed that the Clerk would write to St David’s church and ask if they wanted us to leave the tree planted for their use.
(c ) Defibrillator – It was agreed that the Clerk would send a cheque for £40/year to St David’s church for the use of the electric for the Defibrillator.  The Chair looked on the “Community Heartbeat” website to establish the estimated cost.  The Committee are appreciative of the increased planned to electric bills from October 2022 and will revisit the site for a more accurate cost for future years’ use.
9/22/4 To receive the financial report from the Clerk

9/22/4.1  The clerk ran through the report and the proposed expenditure was agreed. Approval was given for the cheques itemised, the bank balance was £26,413.21.
