12/22/1  Attendance and Apologies 
To record attendance and receive apologies.

11/22/1.1 Community Councilors present – Councilors Christine Thomas, Zoe Davies, Brandon Ham, Roger Smith, Arianna Leonard, Philippa Leonard and Cllr Nigel George
12/22/1.2  Apologies received from , Councilors Bernadette Martin and Amy Billings.  It was noted that Cllr Philippa Leonard had thought her apologies had been received for the Council meeting of 29/11/22 and apologised for the mix up.
 12/22/2 Minutes of the previous meeting 
These were received as a true record Cllr Chris Thomas proposed and Cllr Brandon Ham seconded that the minutes were correct. 

12/22/3 Matters arising from the minutes 
(a)  Parking outside the local Primary – Cllr Brandon Ham gave an account of the meeting that was held with Mrs Sims the Head.  Two options were discussed
· Reinstatement of the Lollipop lady – an option would be to pay ½ of a salary in conjunction with the school for a 1 year basis.  The cost would be in the region of £2,000 with on costs.  This was voted on and 100% unanimous agreed.
· Explore a car turning point at Wood view crescent.  It was also agreed to let the Head Know that we would write to Housing and request that they explore the option of creating another access to the school to provide a drop off point only to alleviate the traffic from the main entrance.
(b) (1) Christmas tree and fete – The fete was successful and everyone was thanked for their contributions.  It was noted that for next year a star would need to be purchased for the top of the tree.  A map would also be obtained so that the location of the lights could be discussed.  It was also noted that Elsbury mentioned that a fence around the tree should be considered.  
(c) LDP and Youth Club – Cllr Philippa Leonard clarified some of the queries that had been raised and talked the Committee briefly through the LDP.  Cllr Zoe Davies is to arrange a meeting for Paul O’Neil for the new year.
