(b) 2026/27 budget was discussed and agreed by Cllrs subject to regular review as attached. It was agreed that clerk hours would increase from 8 to 11 hours per week in line with other community councils. This increases costs by £1600 per year excluding tax. 
(c) Audit Wales have contacted clerk to advise that a basic audit is to be completed by June 30th. In preparation for this an internal audit is to be completed in May at a cost of £200. 

05/26/5 Correspondence 
05.26.5-1 Residents have raised concerns regarding the condition of the noticeboards. The Chair has reviewed all noticeboards for safety and quality checks and has locked damaged ones for security. Cllrs discussed concerns about them not being fit for purpose and it was proposed that several in poor condition be removed and one new one to be purchased and placed centrally at shop. It is to be regularly checked for upkeep and maintenance. This was unanimously agreed between Cllrs for £1130 for the removal of notice board and fitting of a more adequate one.
05.26.5-2 Fly tipping was another concern raised which all Cllrs are working on monitoring to stop it continuing with support from CCBC.
05.26.5-3 Further contact from residents raised concerns over website and council spending transparency. Going forward minutes will be put onto the website within 7 days, placed on the notice board shortly after and emails responded to within 5-7 working days. Regular budget monitoring will be transparent for all residents.
